“Switched-On Bach,” played
on the electronic Moog syn-
thesizer by Walter Carlos,
was named the best classical
album of the year.

Mr. Cash won an award
for the best country vocal
performance for his song, “A
Boy Named Sue,” which was
also named the best country
song of the year. “Abbey
Road,” by the Beatles, was
named the best engineered
recording other than classical.
